The Missouri House passed legislation giving a pregnant woman the right to use deadly force to protect her unborn child.  Trevor Fox reports from the state capitol on how lawmakers aim to give expecting mothers more rights when it comes to their unborn offspring.

Lawmakers gave approval to legislation allowing a pregnant woman to use deadly force in order to protect her unborn child. Supporters say the bill fixes a hole in state law where a woman could potentially be prosecuted for using deadly force against someone threatening her unborn baby. Rep. Jeanie Riddle of Mokane sponsors the bill and says her legislation gives women the right to protect themselves at all times.

“It keeps pregnant women from being in a category off all their own where they aren’t allowed the same rights as other women in the state.”
Rep. Mike Colona of St. Louis argued the bill isn’t needed because current law offers protection to pregnant women and their unborn children. 
“The law, while well intentioned, I don’t think is needed. Because we already have two laws on the books in Missouri that would take care of this situation.”
The bill passed out of the House with more than one hundred thirty yes votes and now moves to the Senate for debate. Reporting from the State Capitol, I’m Trevor Fox.
