	Lawmakers saw several pieces of legislation move through the legislative process as the Missouri House wrapped up its work for the final week of January.

	The Missouri House Committee on Elections heard testimony on a proposal requiring Missourians to show a photo ID at the ballot box before being allowed to participate in any public election.
	The sponsor of the proposal states the legislation is intended to protect the integrity of the ballot box.

	“It’s simple; I want to protect the integrity of elections in the state of Missouri.
	I am one hundred percent sure that voter impersonation fraud is taking place in the state of Missouri and I think this photo ID is the only way that we can fix it.”

	If an eligible Missouri voter does not have a photo ID, the legislation requires the state to provide them one free of charge.
	Following the hearing the committee did not take any further action on the proposal.

	Lawmakers gave initial approval to a proposal aiming to protect the state’s dairy farmers.
	House Bill Two Fifty-Nine establishes the Missouri Dairy Revitalization Act of Two Thousand Fifteen.
	The legislation aims to help dairy farmers by paying part of their premiums for their risk management insurance.
	The legislation also creates a scholarship program for students looking to enter the dairy business.
	Lawmakers approved the proposal by voice vote but it must receive one more round of approval before moving to the Missouri Senate for consideration.

	Rounding out the week… the Missouri House Committee on Civil and Criminal Proceedings discussed a proposal aiming to help those who have made mistakes in their lives.
	House Bill One-O-Six adds stealing to the list of crimes eligible to be removed from one’s record.
	 The sponsor of the legislation states her bill is all about giving someone a second chance.
