MO House Approves Women’s Health Bill

The Missouri House passed a proposal aiming to protect women who take abortion inducing medication.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how lawmakers hope to limit the complications associated with0 pro choice drugs.
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The Missouri House put its stamp of approval on a proposal aiming to protect women who take abortion inducing medication.


House Bill four hundred states the administration of any abortion inducing drug must take place in the presence of the doctor who prescribed the drug.


The bill aims to crack down on webcam abortions, a procedure that has produced dangerous results.

“We’ve had fifteen deaths and over thousands of problems with women being hospitalized, IV drugs, emergency room blood transfusions so regardless of what you are hearing this is about women’s health this is looking out for the women in this state and I urge the body to vote for it…thank you.”

Following the initial drug dose, the bill states the physician must make every effort to ensure the patient returns within twelve to eighteen days for the second dose of the abortion inducing drug.


However opponents don’t see it as a health issue, they claim the proposal puts more roadblocks in the way of a women and her personal decisions.
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“This bill has nothing to do with the safety or health of the mother…it has to do with placing restrictions in place so that it will make it harder for her to get a medical abortion.” 

Lawmakers approved the proposal with more than one hundred ten yes votes.
