Missouri House Sends 2nd Amendment Bill to the Governor’s Desk

Intro:
Members of the Missouri House approved a proposal aiming to protect the second amendment rights of all Missourians.  Jonathan Lorenz reports from the State Capitol on how supporters believe they are protecting the gun rights of Missourians from the federal government.
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The Missouri House put its final stamp of approval on a proposal aiming to protect the gun rights of all Missourians.


House Bill four thirty-six creates the Second Amendment Preservation Act.

The proposal makes all federal gun laws intended to infringe upon Missourians second amendment rights null and void.


It also creates a class A misdemeanor crime for any federal government employee who enforces any federal law which infringes upon someone’s second amendment rights in the state.
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“The best authority, the closest authority and the enumerated authority to regulate guns in the state of Missouri rest within the law enforcement officers within the state of Missouri.”
In addition, the proposal includes language allowing school districts to arm teachers.

It also lowers the age eligible to receive a concealed carry endorsement from twenty-one years to nineteen years.

However opponents claim the bill misses the mark and does nothing to keep guns off the streets.
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“Because the easier we make it to purchase a weapon rather it be legal, illegal this bill is going to do it and yet we are turning our back on the kids in your district kids in my district and we aren’t doing a darn thing like you mentioned.”
Lawmakers approved the Second Amendment Preservation Act with more than one hundred fifteen yes votes.
The proposal now heads to the Governor’s desk for his consideration…reporting from the State Capitol, I’m Jonathan Lorenz.
