AMEND House Committee Substitute for House Bill No. 559, Page 1, Section 262.760, Lines 1-15,
by deleting all of said lines and inserting in lieu thereof the following:

"262.760. 1. No village, town, city, or county, including any home rule city, shall impose
any order, ordinance, policy, or regulation prohibiting the use of a working animal unless such use
poses a reasonable threat to public health, safety, or welfare, or to the health and welfare of the
working animal, but each village, town, city, or county, including any home rule city, may adopt
reasonable rules and regulations governing such animals so long as such rules and regulations are
not intended to ban the use of such working animals for entertainment, transportation, educational
exhibits, or exhibition.

2. No village, town, city, or county, including any home rule city, shall impose any order,
ordinance, policy, or regulation prohibiting working animals on public streets unless such street, or
time of day for a particular street, poses a reasonable threat to public health, safety, or welfare, or to
the health and welfare of the working animal, but each village, town, city, or county, including any
home rule city, may adopt orders, ordinances, policies, and regulations that further the public health,
safety, and welfare."; and

Further amend said bill by amending the title, enacting clause, and intersectional references
accordingly.
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
